e Learn to use their five senses while observing their surroundings

e Become more aware about the importance of open space in urban areas; and

e Learn about some of the flora, fauna and relationships that exist between them along the nature trail.

e |dentify and discuss habitats of animals that live along the trail or on the ponds & rivers

e Observe animal behavior and discuss how this helps them survive

e Discuss some of the ways humans impact our river and surrounding lands both in negative and positive
ways

e What s the purpose of a nature hike? (They allow students to become explorers and discoverers, and
give students a chance to see first-hand what they might have been studying in the classroom.

Tell the students they are going to go on an adventure.
a. Askthem if they have ever been on a nature hike before.
b. Ask them what kinds of rules they have to remember while on this hike.
SUGGESTIONS: Stay together, stay quiet so that they can hear nature’s sounds; walk,
don’t run; stay on the trail.
c. Introduce some the species they might be encountering on their nature hike.
Ask the students if trash is a natural part of nature.
a. Do they like seeing trash in nature?
b. Designate someone to carry a trash bag for the first part of the trip; switch off every few
minutes to give others the opportunity to carry the bag. Tell them they will be on a quest to

find “unnatural” items on their nature hike.
